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All participants/team leaders/coaches/contact persons of participating organisations should be
noticed: All participants or their parents/guardians must sign the “Declaration by Participants aged
18 or above” or “Declaration by Participants aged below 18” and return it by post, in person or by fax
to the Major Events Section of the Leisure and Cultural Services Department ( Address: 2/F, Leisure
and Cultural Services Headquarters, 1-3 Pai Tau Street, Sha Tin, New Territories; Fax no.: 2634
0786 ) . If any participant fails to submit the “Declaration by Participants” on or before 34
April 2023 (Monday), the Organiser reserves the right to disqualify him/her from participating
in the competition.
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Venue of Competition Jordan Valley Playground
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Date of Competition 13 May 2023 to 2 July 2023
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Single knock-out system will be adopted to all events.
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In the preliminary rounds and quarter-finals, a set of 6 games will be played. When the game
reaches 5-All, the set will be won by the participant who first reaches 7 games. When the game
reaches 6-All, a 7-point Tie-Break will be played. In the semi-finals and final, an 8-game pro-
set will be played. When the game reaches 7-All, the set will be won by the participant who first
reaches 9 games. When the game reaches 8-All, a 7-point Tie-Break will be played. The “sudden
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death” rule will be adopted in the tennis competition. When the game reaches 40-All, the
player/team who scores first will win the game. The receiver is entitled to choose the position to
receive the service (i.e. to receive the service from the left half or the right half on his/her end of
the court). In mixed doubles, under the “sudden death” rule, when a male player serves, the
service shall be received by his male counterpart of the other side. When a female player serves,
the service shall be received by her female counterpart of the other side. The receiver cannot
change position. In other words, the server needs to change his/her serving position according to
the position chosen by the receiver.
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Team event will be decided by the best of three matches system in the order of men’s singles,
mixed doubles and women’s singles.
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Each participant may participate in a maximum of two events, one of which must be a team event
(i.e. singles and team event or doubles and team event).

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The team leaders/coaches/captains of both teams shall duly complete and submit the lists of
participants to the “Registration Counter” 15 minutes before the commencement of the match.

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Each participant/team shall turn up at the scheduled time for the match. Any participant/team that
fails to turn up 5 minutes after the roll call made by the referee will be regarded as having withdrawn
from the match.
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If the participants/teams withdraw from a match, the participants/teams will be disqualified from

playing in the remaining matches. All the positions obtained and points scored by the

participants/teams will be cancelled except in the following circumstance.

®  [fthe participants/teams fail to turn up in semi-finals and finals due to injury/illness or engaging
in job duties, the positions of the participants/teams obtained and the points they scored in the
last match can be retained if they can produce relevant supporting documents issued by registered
medical practitioners or the organisations. The Team Leader/Coach/Contact Person is required
to provide the relevant supporting documents before the match start or 2 working days after the
match from which the participant/team was absent. Participant/team who was late in submitting
the supporting documents would be regarded as withdrawal from the match.
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Any participant/team who violates the regulations or has any misconduct which might affect the
competition, the Organiser has the right to disqualify him/her/the team from the competition and the
results he/she/the team has achieved will be cancelled.

The general public is advised to reduce to the
minimum outdoor physical exertion, and to reduce to the minimum the time of their stay
outdoors, especially in areas with heavy traffic. As the health effects on individuals may vary,
participants should seek advice from a medical doctor if they are in doubt or feel uncomfortable.
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When the “Very Hot Weather Warning” has been issued by the Observatory, participants are advised
to drink plenty of water and avoid over exertion. If not feeling well, take a rest in the shade or a
cooler place as soon as possible.

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To ensure all the participants are employees of the participating organisations, upon receipt of
the participants’ particulars, the Organiser reserves the right to request the participating
organisation to produce documents such as valid “Employment Contract” and pay-record of
Mandatory Provident Fund (MPF) within 5 working days to prove that the participants are
existing employees of the organisation. The organisation failing to produce such documents
will be disqualified from the concerned competition and there shall be no refund of the entry
fees already paid.
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If it is found that any participant is not an employee of the participating organisation during the
competition, the organisation will be disqualified from the concerned competition with its results
obtained cancelled. An organisation breaches this rule more than once will be disqualified from the
Corporate Games 2020 with all its results obtained from all the events cancelled. There shall be no
refund of the entry fees already paid. The Organiser reserves the right to request the organisation to
return the trophies and medals received.
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Participants shall comply all the rules and regulations prescribed by the competition venue and the
announcements of the Organiser.
